EXPLANATION: TIPS/TAPS is a purchasing cooperative serving public and private school districts, colleges, 
universities, federal, state, county and city municipalities. Illinois recognizes this as a legal purchasing authority 



for municipal government, and the competitive bidding practices are consistent with the Moline purchasing 
code. Parks would like to use this purchasing program for supplies and projects. Any purchase through this 
system for Parks would also be approved by the Park Board. Purchasing utilizing this system has great potential 
for savings and reduces staff time in soliciting bids for supplies and services.

8. Council Bill/Resolution 1096-2014 

A Resolution authorizing the Mayor and the City Clerk to execute a first 
amendment to an agreement between the City of Moline and the Quad Cities 
Chamber of Commerce, Inc. related to the administration of the Moline 
Centre Main Street Program and coordination of the maintenance and landscaping requirements for Special 
Services Area #5 and #6. 
 

EXPLANATION: Resolution No. 1094-2013, approved July 9, 2013, authorized the Mayor and City Clerk to 
execute an Agreement between the City of Moline and the Quad Cities 
Chamber of Commerce, Inc. (“Chamber”) for the administration of the 
Moline Centre Main Street Program and coordination of the maintenance 
and landscaping requirements for Special Service Areas #5 and #6.  The City 
and the Chamber agree that the ongoing partnership related to these activities 
has been successful and they would like to extend the agreement for a period 
of 2½ years. The amended agreement provides that the Chamber will 
continue to provide these services through December 31, 2016, and the 
Chamber has submitted to the City a budget for fiscal years 2015 and 2016 
that is satisfactory to staff.

In return for the services, Authority will reimburse 
the City at a rate of $45 per hour, with 60 minutes to be charged for a non-
fingerprint inquiry, and 75 minutes for a background check including 
fingerprint submission. In addition, Authority will be responsible for 
payment of any fingerprint submission fees required by the State of Illinois.

12. Council Bill/Special Ordinance 4029-2014 
A Special Ordinance suspending Section 23-2102(c)(7) of Chapter 23, PARKS AND RECREATION,” of the 
Moline Code of Ordinances, temporarily, as it relates to the sale, possession and consumption of alcohol; and 
authorizing the Mayor/Local Liquor Control Commissioner and the City Clerk to permit the sale, possession 
and consumption of alcohol on municipal property during the Fall Flemish Fest to be held at Stephens Park, 
Moline, Illinois, on September 14, 2014. 
 

EXPLANATION: Section 23-2102(c)(7) of the Moline Code of Ordinances prohibits any person from selling, 
possessing, or being under the influence of any intoxicating beverages within any park, playground or other area 
under the jurisdiction  of the Park and Recreation Board, with the exception of the Green Valley Sports 
Complex. The Center for Belgian Culture has requested the City’s permission to allow the sale, possession and 
consumption of beer at its Fall Flemish Fest scheduled for September 14, 2014 at Stephens Park from 1:00 to 
4:00 p.m. Beer will only be allowed within a portion of the park as illustrated on the attached exhibit; restricted 
areas will be monitored and designated with signs and fencing or similar barriers. Approval of this ordinance 
will temporarily suspend the Code provision for the express purpose of allowing the sale, possession and 
consumption of beer at this event and permit the Mayor and City Clerk to work with the Center for Belgian 
Culture to ensure proper licensing and insurance for the event pursuant to Chapter 4 of the code.
