The City of Moline has utilized Lucity (formerly GBA Master Series) for the last 12 years as an 

enterprise work order and asset management system that links to the City’s Geographic Information 

System (GIS).  It is utilized in the Water, WPC, Parks & Engineering divisions.  The Water & WPC 

divisions heavily rely on Lucity for day to day administration of work orders between personnel in the 

office and field, as well as essential preventative maintenance management for City infrastructure.

2. A General Ordinance amending Chapter 35 “ZONING AND LAND 

DEVELOPMENT” of the Moline Code of Ordinances, Section 35-3304 “OFFICE 

DISTRICTS,” Section 35-3305 ““ORT” OFFICE/RESEARCH PARK AND 

TECHNOLOGY DISTRICT” and Table 35-3408 “Principal Commercial Land Uses,” 

“Land Use Regulations.” (Shawn Christ, Land Development Manager) 

 

Explanation: The Plan Commission reviewed the zoning code as part of the City Council’s request and 

found the proposed amendments to allow limited sales and service as a permitted use in ORT, B-1, NC, 

B-2, B-3 and B-4 Districts and as a special use in O-1 District; and to modify the Purpose and Intent and 

the Defining Characteristics of the O-1 District to be in conflict with the Comprehensive Plan and 

difficult to justify approval of and therefore, recommended denial to the City Council. Additional 

documentation attached.

agreement between the City and the Illinois Housing Development Authority to accept 

funding for the Abandoned Residential Property Municipal Relief Program Round 3 in 

the amount of $40,000.00, and to do all things necessary to implement said program 

requirements.

4. Ordinances amending Chapter 35, “ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT,” of the 

Moline Code of Ordinances, Section 35-4218, “SIDEWALKS,” Chapter 28, “STREETS 

AND SIDEWALKS,” Section 28-3104, “DUTY OF ABUTTING OWNER TO 

MAINTAIN,” and Section 28-3200, “WHEN REQUIRED; ENGINEER’S GENERAL 

RESPONSIBILITY; TEMPORARY CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY; 

VARIANCES.”  (Scott Hinton, City Engineer) 

 

Explanation:  Staff proposes three amendments to the Code of Ordinances related to sidewalks.  

Revisions to Section 35-4218 reflect the City Council’s direction on new sidewalk installations for new 

development and for infill locations.  Revisions to Section 28-3104 eliminate unenforceable 

requirements placed on abutting property owners.  Revisions to 28-3200 eliminate conflicts with the 

revised Section 35-4218.

5. A Special Ordinance authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute an Amendment 

to Development and Economic Incentive Agreement between the City of Moline and 

Dolan Commons, LLC for the development project and to execute any necessary 

agreements referenced therein; and authorizing all appropriate City officers and staff 

to do all things necessary to complete each of the City’s responsibilities pursuant to said 

agreement. (Maureen Riggs, City Attorney)  

Explanation:   The City and Developer Dolans Commons, LLC executed a Development and 

Economic Incentive Agreement (“Development Agreement”) on August 23, 2016, whereby Developer 

had certain responsibilities to construct the Development Project as defined therein.  Due to delays in 

financing and other construction delays, the Developer will not be able to meet the deadlines set forth 

in the Development Agreement.  Developer is nearing completion of the redevelopment of the building 

at 2727 Avenue of the Cities, which is part of the Development Project, but is requesting additional 

time to complete its obligations pursuant to the Development Agreement.  The City considers the 

request to be reasonable given that Developer has made significant progress toward the redevelopment.  

The Amendment breaks down the incentive to be given to Developer by phase completed.  The City 

believes that the Redevelopment Project to be located on the Property and the fulfillment generally of 

the terms of this Amendment to Development and Economic Incentive Agreement are in the vital and 

best interests of the City and its residents.  Additional documentation attached.

clothing or jewelry shops, card shops, comics or book stores, art or teaching supply stores, candy or coffee stores, small 
food markets or cafés, cooking or kitchen suppliers, beauty or grooming suppliers, and related land uses. 
 
 (1) Regulations: 
 
  a. Indoor retail sales and product display shall not exceed 5,000 square feet in total floor area; 

b. Shall be located with primary vehicle access on a collector or arterial street; 
  c. All structures shall be located a minimum of 50 feet from any residentially zoned property. 

d. Facility shall provide a Type C bufferyard along all borders of the property abutting 
residentially-zoned property.

SEC.  35-3409. PRINCIPAL TRANSPORTATION AND UTILITY LAND USES. 
 

(a) AIRPORT/HELIPORT.   Description: Airports and heliports are transportation facilities providing 
takeoff, landing, servicing, storage and other services to any type of air transportation.  The operation of any type of air 
vehicle (including ultralight aircraft, hang gliders, parasails, and related equipment, but excepting model aircraft) within 
the jurisdiction of this Code shall occur only in conjunction with an approved airport or heliport. 

 
(1) Regulations: 
 

a. All buildings, structures, outdoor airplane or helicopter storage areas, and any other activity 
areas shall be located a minimum of 100 feet from all lot lines. 

b. Facility shall provide a Type D bufferyard along all borders of the property not otherwise 
completely screened from activity areas by buildings or structures (see  Sec. 35-5207). 

 
(2) Uses similar from ILQCUZC: 
 

a. Aircraft hangers/tie-downs; 
b. Airstrips/runways and heliports; 
c. Aviation facilities (private and public). 
 

(b) PARKING, OFFSITE.  Description: Off-site parking lots are any areas used for the temporary 
parking of vehicles which are fully registered, licensed and operative.   (See also Sec. 35-5100 for additional parking 
regulations.) 

 
(1) Regulations: 
 

a. Access to an off-site parking lot shall only be permitted from a collector or arterial street. 
b. Access and vehicular circulation shall be designed so as to discourage cut-through traffic. 

 
(2) Uses similar from ILQCUZC: 
 

a. Commercial parking lot; 
b. Garage (public); 
c. Parking lots (public and private). 
 

(c) TERMINAL, FREIGHT.   Description: Freight terminals are defined as land and buildings 
representing either end of one or more truck carrier line(s) which may have some or all of the following facilities: yards, 
docks, management offices, storage sheds, buildings and/or outdoor storage areas, freight stations, and truck maintenance 
and repair facilities, principally serving several or many businesses and always requiring trans-shipment.  Also includes 
distribution centers, which are facilities oriented to the short-term indoor storage and possible repackaging  and 
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
