The City of 

Moline has utilized Lucity (formerly GBA Master Series) for the last 12 years as an enterprise work order and 

asset management system that links to the City’s Geographic Information System (GIS).  It is utilized in the Water, 

WPC, Parks & Engineering divisions.  The Water & WPC divisions heavily rely on Lucity for day to day 

administration of work orders between personnel in the office and field, as well as essential preventative 

maintenance management for City infrastructure.

Section 4-408 of the Illinois Highway Code authorizes the 

Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) to issue permits to local municipalities to temporarily close portions 

of State highways along event routes for such public purposes.   Local approval of use of these routes is necessary 

before permission can be sought from IDOT.

An Ordinance amending Chapter 21, “NUISANCES IN GENERAL,” of the Moline Code of Ordinances, by 

repealing Section 21-1100, subsection (19)(e), “Graffiti,” in its entirety and enacting in lieu thereof one new 

subsection (19)(e) dealing with the same subject matter. 

 
Explanation:  Code Section 21-1100(19)(e), “Graffiti,” provides that a property owner shall remove graffiti illegally placed upon his or 

her property upon written notice by the City and the removal shall be complete within 15 days of the notice date.  The City wishes to 

change the graffiti removal period from 15 days to seven days to shorten the length of time graffiti is present as a nuisance on a property.  

The City’s written notice will be amended to reflect this change and to include language from subsection (19)(e) that the property owner 

may request assistance from the City, in writing, for the graffiti removal based on the owner’s inability to perform removal.  The attached 

Exhibit A contains red-lined versions of the ordinance and the current notices used.

AN ORDINANCE 

 

AMENDING Chapter 35, “ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT,” of the Moline 

Code of Ordinances, Section 35-4218, “SIDEWALKS,” by repealing said 

subsection in its entirety and enacting in lieu thereof new subsections 

dealing with the same subject matter.  

___________________ 

 

 WHEREAS, Council directed staff to revise the Moline Code of Ordinances to require 

the width of new sidewalks in infill locations to be the same width as the existing sidewalks; and  

 

 WHEREAS, revision to Section 35-4218 reflects new sidewalk installations for new 

development and for infill locations.   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 

MOLINE, ILLINOIS, as follows: 
 

* * * * * 

 

 Section 1 – Chapter 35, “ZONING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT,” of the Moline Code 

of Ordinances, Section 35-4218, “SIDEWALKS,” by repealing in its entirety and enacting in lieu 

thereof new subsections dealing with the same subject matter, which shall read as follows: 

 

“SEC. 35-4218. SIDEWALKS. 

   

 (a) NEW DEVELOPMENT 

  

(1) Sidewalks shall be installed on both sides of all public and private streets, except 

in cases where sidewalks are not allowed by the Illinois Department of Transportation.  

Decision-making bodies are authorized to require the installation of sidewalks in other locations, 

such as at the end of permanent dead-end streets through private property when they determine 

that such sidewalks will create a logical and well connected pedestrian circulation system. 

 

(2) Sidewalks shall have a minimum width of five feet or minimum width required by 

the Illinois Accessibility Code, whichever is greater. 

 

(3) For property being subdivided, sidewalks must be installed before approval of the 

final subdivision plat, the cost of installation must be included in the performance guarantee 

approved in accordance with Sec. 35-4209.  For all other development, sidewalks must be 

installed prior to issuance of the occupancy permit.   

 

(4) Sidewalks shall be located one foot inside the right-of-way line whenever 

practicable or in an alternative location approved by the City engineer.

(5) All sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with the City of Moline 

Supplemental Specifications.  

 

(6) All sidewalks and ramps at intersections shall comply with the Illinois 

Accessibility Code. 

 

(b) INFILL LOCATIONS 
 

(1) Sidewalks shall be installed on both sides of all public and private streets, except 

in cases where sidewalks are not allowed by the Illinois Department of Transportation.  In cases 

where right-of-way limits do not provide sufficient space for sidewalks, where existing 

topography makes the installation impracticable, or where the installation cost exceeds the 

anticipated public benefit, the City Council may direct that sidewalks be installed on only one 

side of the street or not installed at all and shall state the reason for the Council’s decision by 

resolution. 

 

(2) Sidewalks shall have a minimum width of four feet or the width of the sidewalk to 

which they will connect, whichever is greater.  Where sidewalks are less than five feet in width, 

an American’s with Disabilities Act compliant passing area shall be installed at the required 

intervals.   

 

(3) Sidewalks shall be located one foot inside the right-of-way line whenever 

practicable or in an alternative location approved by the City engineer. 

 

(4) All sidewalks shall be constructed in accordance with the City of Moline 

Supplemental Specifications.
