PROPOSAL

Staff seeks approval of a temporary road closure for the TBK Quad Cities Marathon (route map
attached), including lane closure of Interstate 74 West Bridge (I-74 eastbound) and the entrance
ramp and exit ramp to Third Avenue, Moline.

BACKGROUND

Quad Cities Running Club is sponsoring this annual running/walking road race on Sunday,
September 25, 2021, to include areas of the City of Moline and the Interstate 74 West Bridge. The
[llinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) requires a resolution approved by the Moline City
Council in order to issue a permit for highway closure.

ANALYSIS/ALTERNATIVES
If the Quad Cities Running Club wishes to include state property within its event route, approval
by the City Council is necessary in order to obtain the state permit.

ADVANTAGES/DISADVANTAGES

The TBK Quad Cities Marathon attracts approximately 6,000 people annually, many from out of
the area, resulting in a significant economic impact. On March 24, 2020, a Memorandum of
Understanding was executed between the City of Moline and the Quad Cities Running Club, Inc.,
setting forth terms for annual funding for the TBK Quad Cities Marathon and designating Centre
Station, 1200 River Drive, Moline, as the Marathon’s start and finish lines, to be in effect for a
period of 15 years. The City has a good relationship with event coordinator Joe Moreno, and it is
in the best interest of the citizens of Moline that the Marathon start/finish line remain in the City.

Flat and Fast, this spectator friendly course will start on 51 Avenue at 14% Street (Green Arrow box below). Participants head
East on 5t Avenue until turning left on 17t street, followed by another left onto 4t Avenue which you will continue on until
taking another left on 4t Street followed by another left onto 5™ Avenue and then continue East until turning left onto 17t
Street, followed by another Left onto 4™ Avenue which you will continue on until taking another left onto 11t street, followed
by another left onto 5t Avenue and then the sprint home towards the Finish line located at 14t Street (Red Box) There will be
4 water stops along the course, and cold bottled water at finish
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conditions are met, therefore this agreement and a Resolution for Improvement under the Illinois
Highway Code for the amount of $85,000.00 are necessary to complete this project.

This grant is being funded through the federal government’s “Safe Routes to School” program,
and is being administered through the Illinois Department of Transportation. The new sidewalk
will be eight feet wide and located on the east side of 48" Street / 48" Street Place, and will provide
a safe walking path for children between Wilson Middle School and the YMCA. The construction
will take place this fall during the school year, but the existing sidewalk on the west side of the
street will remain open and will be the walking route while construction takes place.

ANALYSIS/ALTERNATIVES

A Local Public Agency Agreement for Federal Participation and a Resolution for Improvement
Under the Illinois Highway Code for the amount of $85,000.00 is necessary to authorize SRTS
funds and complete this project with anticipated construction fall 2021.

ADVANTAGES/DISADVANTAGES

This project will create an 8” wide sidewalk between Wilson Middle School and the YMCA.
This sidewalk will create a safe path for children and pedestrians to use and will continue to
improve the pedestrian routes for residents of Moline.

The only alternative would be to not enter into the agreement, which would cause the $200,000
in grant funds to expire.
