Therese McMillan, deputy administator of the
FTA, which administers 2 DOT TIGER 1T grant that
funds the project. “This facibty will let people keep
mare of thedr hard-eamed money i their pocket
mstead of spending it at the gas pump.” Locting
homes near the mransit center also ghees residents
mare options for commuwting to work and ninming
arands. To provide more doamtoan housing
options, a HUD MNeighborhood Sbilization Grant
& being used to rehabilitate the nearby histaric
Washingion Square Apartments.

Commercial Historic District. redevelopment

o Teceive a @ credit AL the same Eme, the

city's green building requirements call for LEED
Sdrver certification. These potendally conficting
requirements could deter developers unfamiliar
with navigating such a complex project. EPA
warked closely with PTA, the city, and MetroLINK
o chear this hurdle. EPA provided assistance

by developing case studies of successhu green
preservation projects, offering templates for Moling
to follow. The Deltz Instihute, an EPA grantes,
provided a green building readmess evaluation,
which incheded a LEED certification strateqy.
MatrolINK and the city provided these materiaks

to developers m a worshop that illustrated how to
use historic preservation gquidelines and x credits
while achigving LEED certfication. This support
was mstrumental in helping FTA mowe the project
foraard without delays. Construction on the
project & apected to begin in August 2012,

“Hf &t weren't for the Partnership, EPA would

not have been in 2 position to halp us with cur
TIZER 11 project,” says Heather Roberts, business
development coordinabor for MemolIME. “We ane
commitizd to ataming a LEED Siker certification
or betier on our project. This goal was made so

The City has planned for the return of Passenger Rail for
several decades and was diligent in seeking

federal, state and local partners

$16,000,00 in Federal, State and Local Funds targeted to
the Multi-Modal Station with a total estimated
investment of $75,000,000. This on top of $177,000,000 in
High Speed Rail Funds to implement passenger rail
service between Chicago and Moline
