Second Reading Ordinances

1. Council Bill/General Ordinance 3054-2018

An Ordinance amending Chapter 20, “MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC” of the Moline Code of
Ordinances, Appendix 23 thereof, “OFF-STREET LOTS,” by deleting LEASED LOTS: B-Lot — 1500
block of Seventh Avenue and adding in lieu thereof TWO HOUR LOTS: B-Lot — 1500 block of Seventh
Avenue, spaces 26-50 and LEASED LOTS: B-Lot — 1500 block of Seventh Avenue, spaces 1-25 and 51-72.

Explanation: The proposed parking change in Lot B will eliminate 25 underutilized, leased parking spaces and
provide 25, two-hour parking spaces to benefit the neighboring businesses.

2. Council Bill/General Ordinance 3055-2018
An Ordinance making Appropriations for Corporate Purposes for the Fiscal Year beginning January 1,
2019 and ending December 31, 2019.

Explanation: This is the annual Appropriation Ordinance, which is required to be passed by State Statute. This
Ordinance allows the City to expend funds during the fiscal year 2019.

Fiscal Impact: This Ordinance is necessary as an authorization granted by the City Council to
make expenditures and to incur obligations during the fiscal year 2019

3. Council Bill/Special Ordinance 4061-2018
A Special Ordinance requesting the County Clerk to not extend 2018 taxes for payment of all principal and
interest on City of Moline General Obligation Corporate Purpose Bonds.

Explanation: Annually, the City of Moline instructs the County Clerk not to extend property taxes for municipal
bonds. Principal and interest on all City General Obligation Bonds are paid from other revenue sources. The 2018
abatement ordinance must be filed with the County Clerk by the last day of January 2019. Additional
documentation attached.

4. Council Bill/Special Ordinance 4062-2018
A Special Ordinance setting the annual meetings schedule for 2019; and authorizing City staff to do all
things necessary to notify the media of the 2019 annual meetings schedule.

Explanation: Pursuant to City ordinance, an annual meetings schedule of the City Council’s proposed regular
meetings for the next calendar year must be prepared and provided to any local media that has filed an annual
request for said schedule. This ordinance will set the 2019 City Council Board/Committee Meetings Schedule
and authorize the required notification.

5. Council Bill/Resolution 1154-2018
A Resolution authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to execute an ambulance billing agreement with
Professional Billing Services LLC at a commission of 4%.

Explanation: The Finance and Fire Department joined forces to solicit bids for ambulance billing and collection
services. The ambulance billing and collection services has been outsourced for 25 years. Eight proposals were
received and reviewed by the Selection Committee on November 16, 2018. Staff recommends accepting the
proposal submitted by Professional Billing Services LLC with a commission fee of 4% on funds collected.

7. Council Bill/Resolution 1156-2018
A Resolution authorizing the Fire Chief to execute an agreement for the purchase of six (6) LIFEPAK 15
Cardiac Monitors from Physio Control, Inc. for the amount of $142,965.32.

Explanation: Bids were publicly open and read on December 5, 2018, for the purchase of six LIFEPAK 15
Cardiac Monitors. Physio Control, Inc. submitted the only responsible and responsive bid in the amount of



$142,965.32. This price reflects a $36,000.00 trade-in offer for the City’s old units. $54,735.32 is budgeted in
FY2019 for a portion of the purchase, and the balance will be budgeted in the amount of $44,115 for FY2020 and
$44,115 for FY2021. The current LIFEPAK 12 cardiac monitors will not be serviceable after the year 2019.

9. Council Bill/General Ordinance 3053-2018

An Ordinance amending Chapter 5, “AMUSEMENTS,” of the Moline Code of Ordinances, Article I,
“VIDEO GAMING:,” by repealing said article in its entirety and enacting in lieu thereof one new Article I,
“VIDEO GAMING,” relating to the same subject matter.

Explanation: The City adopted Council Bill/General Ordinance No. 3019-2012 in July 2012 to allow video
gaming terminals in licensed establishments within the City and to allow the City and eligible establishments to
pursue video gaming as a potential revenue source. The City Council finds and declares that it is in the best
interests of the general health, welfare and safety of its residents to regulate both the licensed establishments and
the terminal operators involved in video gaming, and to institute a new license for terminal operators and to
impose a fee upon terminal operators of video gaming terminals within the corporate limits of the City of Moline.
This ordinance provides for such changes. As of December 4, 2018, there are 155 Video Gaming Terminals in
the City. The attachment to this item is a redline of the ordinance to show changes made to Article I. Additional
documentation attached.

11. Council Bill/Special Ordinance 4063-2018

A Special Ordinance establishing the Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7 of the City of Moline, Rock
Island County, Illinois, the imposition of a 2.1% tax rate to pay the cost of providing special services in and
for such Special Service Area, and providing for other procedures in connection therewith.

Explanation: Council Bill/Special Ordinance No. 4054-2018 proposing a Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7
(hereinafter “SSA”) was adopted on September 25,2018. The SSA will be generally located as follows: bounded
on the West by 11™ Street, bounded on the East by 14" Street, bounded on the South by the alley parallel to 4™
Avenue and bounded on the North by the railroad tracks parallel to River Drive. Public hearing for the
establishment of the SSA was held on December 4, 2018. The imposition or levy by the City of a 2.1% tax in the
SSA will be sufficient to produce revenues to provide the services to the SSA. The maximum rate of such taxes
to be extended in any year under this ordinance for special services within the SSA shall not exceed the amount
necessary to produce a maximum annual tax levy of $350,000, and shall not exceed $2,310,000 overall. This tax
is to be levied as a hotel-motel use tax upon all taxable hotels or motels within the SSA. Additional documentation
attached.

Section 1 — That Chapter 20(MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC,” of the Moline Code
of Ordinances, Appendi% thereof, “ALL-WAY STOP INTERESECTIONS by adding the
intersection of 28 Street and 14 Avenue.

Section 2 — That pursuant to Sectior11107 of the Moline Code of Ordinances, any person,
firm or corporation violating any of the provisions of tbislinance shall be fined not more than
seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.00) for each offense.

A SPECIAL ORDINANCE

ESTABLISHING the Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7 of the City of Moline, Rock Island
County, Illinois, the imposition of a 2.1% tax rate to pay the cost of
providing special services in and for such Special Service Area, and
providing for other procedures in connection therewith.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MOLINE, ROCK ISLAND
COUNTY, ILLINOIS, as follows:

Section 1. Authority. The City of Moline (the “City”) is authorized, pursuant to Article
VI, Section 6(1) of the 1970 Constitution of the State of Illinois, and pursuant to the provisions of
the Illinois Special Service Area Tax Law, 35 ILCS 200/27-5 et seq. (the “Act”), as amended, to
establish special service areas for the provision of special governmental services in portions of the
City and to levy or impose a special tax and to issue bonds for the provision of such special
services.

Section 2. Findings.

@ The question of establishment of the area hereinafter described as a special service
area (the “Special Service Area”) was considered by the City Council of the City of Moline
pursuant to “An Ordinance proposing the establishment of the Multi-Modal Special Service Area
of the City of Moline, Rock Island County, Illinois, the imposition of a 2.1% tax rate to pay the
cost of providing special services in and for such Special Service Area, and providing for other
procedures in connection therewith,” being Special Ordinance No. 4054-2018, adopted on

September 25, 2018. The establishment of the Special Service Area was considered at a public
hearing that commenced on December 4, 2018, and finally adjourned on December 4, 2018 (the
“Public Hearing”). The Public Hearing was held pursuant to notice duly published in The
Dispatch/Rock Island Argus, a newspaper of general circulation within the City, on November
17, 2018, which was at least fifteen (15) days prior to the Public Hearing, and also pursuant to
notice by mail and/or delivery addressed to the person or persons or entity in whose name the
general taxes for the last preceding year were paid on each lot, block, tract or parcel of land lying
within the Area. Notice by mail was given by depositing said notice in the United States mail not
less than ten (10) days prior to the date set for the Public Hearing; notice to the City was given by
interoffice mail, direct office delivery to the Mayor not less than ten (10) days prior to the date set
for the Public Hearing. (In the event taxes for the last preceding year were not paid, said notice
was sent to the person last listed on the tax rolls prior to that year as the owner of said property.)
A certificate of publication of notice and evidence/affidavit of mailing of notice are attached to
this Ordinance as Exhibit A and Exhibit B, respectively.

(b) At the Public Hearing, all interested persons, including without limitation, those
affected by the establishment of the Special Service Area or the imposition or levy of a tax and all
owners of real estate within the Special Service Area, were given an opportunity to be heard on
the question of the potential imposition or levy of a tax to pay the cost of the municipal services to
be provided, including without limitation, storm water management facilities, storm drainage
systems and storm sewers, public water facilities, sanitary sewer facilities, erosion control
measures, roads, streets, curbs, gutters, street lighting, traffic controls, parking lots, sidewalks, bike
paths, bike racks, overhead connection, platform, outdoor waiting areas, and related street
improvements, and equipment and materials necessary for the maintenance thereof, landscaping,
greenspace, tree installation, vegetation maintenance and control, costs for land and easement
acquisitions relating to any of the foregoing improvements, required tap-on and related fees for
water or sanitary sewer services and other eligible costs, snow removal, public restrooms, waste
receptacles and other improvements related to the common areas of the properties and the
passenger rail station, parking lot maintenance, and public property maintenance, including
maintenance of the common areas and the Grand Hall, to a higher standard than throughout the
City generally, Moline Centre Partners’ operations, special projects and provision of amenities,
(collectively, the “Services”), on the question of the conditions for participating in the Special
Service Area as more particularly set forth herein, and given the opportunity to file objections to
the establishment of the Special Service Area and the imposition or levy of said tax.

(c) After considering the data as presented to the City Council of the City and at the
Public Hearing, the City Council of the City of Moline finds that it is in the best interests of the
City and of the residents and property owners of the Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7 that the
Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7, as hereinafter described, be established.

(d) The Special Service Area is contiguous and consists entirely of territory within the
corporate limits of the City as required by the Act.

(e) It is in the best interests of the City that the Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7
be created for the financing of the Services within the Special Service Area, and that ad valorem
taxes be levied or imposed on property within the Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7 to cover
costs and expenses connected with the financing of the Services within the Special Service Area.

()] It is in the best interests of the Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7 that the
furnishing of the Services proposed be considered for the common interests of the Special Service
Area and that the Special Service Area will benefit specially and uniquely from the Services and
said Services are in addition to municipal services or improvements provided to the City as a
whole.

Section 3. Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7 Established. A special service area to
be known and designated as “Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7” is hereby established and
shall consist of the contiguous territory legally described in Exhibit C hereto, and outlined on the
map of a portion of the City attached as Exhibit D hereto, which description and map are by this
reference incorporated herein and made a part hereof.

Section 4. Purpose of Area. Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7 is established to
provide special services to the Special Service Area in addition to services provided in the City
generally, including without limitation, those described or referenced herein or discussed
previously at the Public Hearing. It is estimated that the aggregate maximum cost of providing
the Services is $2,310,000. The imposition or levy by the City of a 2.1% tax in the Special Service
Area shall be sufficient to produce revenues to provide the Services to the Special Service Area.
The maximum rate of such taxes to be extended under this ordinance in any year for Services
within the Special Service Area shall not exceed the amount necessary to produce a maximum
annual tax levy of $350,000, as set forth in the notice of Public Hearing referenced herein, and not
to exceed $2,310,000 overall. This tax is to be levied as a hotel-motel use tax upon all taxable
hotels or motels within the Special Service Area.

Section 5. City Clerk Direction. The City Clerk is hereby directed to file a certified copy
of this Ordinance creating the Special Service Area, including an accurate map thereof, with the
County Clerk and County Recorder of Rock Island County forthwith after the adoption and
approval of this Ordinance.

Section 6. Supercede Conflicting Ordinance. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in
conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 7. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after
its passage and approval in the manner provided for by law.

Section 8. Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7 Board. There is hereby created a Multi-
Modal Special Service Area #7 Board (hereinafter “Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7
Board”), which shall be composed of two (2) property owners who have property located within
the Multi-Modal Special Service Area #7 and shall be appointed by the Mayor, with the advice
and consent of the City Council. Such board shall provide input to the corporate authorities of the
City in determining how best to allocate and disburse Special Service Area revenues. The Multi-
Modal Special Service Area #7 Board shall be granted deference by the corporate authorities, but
final decisions shall at all times remain with the corporate authorities as provided by statute.
